Revisions Published, Final, and Effective as of March 28, 2024!

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2024 SPD 15’s Federal Race and Ethnicity Data Standards
Implementation Timeline
March 28, 2024 = Release of Final, Updated SPD 15

• Effective as of *March 28, 2024* |  Agencies are directed to begin complying as soon as possible 

September 28, 2025 = Deadline for Agency Action Plan to be Submitted to OMB

• 24 CFO Act Agencies and EEOC must submit Action Plans on Race and Ethnicity Data describing how they 
intend to bring new and existing information collections and publications into compliance through OIRA’s PRA 
clearance process

‒ 16 RSAUs may create their own Action Plan as an appendix to their parent agency’s plan

• OMB has instructed agencies to not wait until they complete their Action Plans to begin complying

March 28, 2029 = Deadline to be in Compliance with the Updated SPD 15

• Federal information collections that are required to receive approval through OIRA’s PRA clearance process and 
collect race and ethnicity data must be in compliance with the updated SPD 15 no later than this date
